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Preface

This Pre-Application Consultation (PAC) Report has been prepared to support a planning application by Orsted Onshore UK
Limited (‘the Applicant’) to Dumfries and Galloway Council (DGC) under the Town and Country Planning (Scotland) Act 1997 as
amended (‘the Act’) to construct and operate the Revised Larbrax Wind Farm (‘the Proposed Development’). The Proposed
Development is located approximately 9 kilometres (km) west of Stranraer within the DGC administrative area. The Proposed
Development will comprise up to four wind turbines with battery storage and other ancillary infrastructure.

An Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) Report has also been prepared to accompany the application and presents the
likely significant environmental effects of the Proposed Development. The EIA Report comprises the following volumes:

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1. Introduction

11 Context to community report

The revised Larbrax Wind Farm project, on the North Rhins Peninsula in Wigtownshire, Dumfries and
Galloway, is being proposed by Orsted, a global leader in wind energy which operates across the
United Kingdom. The proposed development is on privately-owned farmland to the west of the
village of Leswalt (see Appendix A).

Between 2013 and 2016, a proposal for Larbrax Wind Farm was consulted on and submitted to
Dumfries and Galloway Council. This was ultimately consented at appeal by the Scottish
Government in 2016, allowing for the construction of eight turbines, each up to 100 metres in
height. The turbine capacity proposed was up to 2.5 MW.

From 2016 until 2024, work took place to make the project both technically and commercially
viable, including discussions with turbine suppliers about the procurement of the consented
turbines and Scottish Power Transmissions on the proposed grid connections.

The culmination of this work is the revised proposal for Larbrax Wind Farm. This addresses
technical and commercial barriers identified in the previously consented development.

The headline change to the plans consulted upon was the proposed reduction from eight turbines
to five (during the first round of public exhibitions) then to four (during round two). The total height
of the turbines proposed has increased from that previously consented - up to 149.9 metres. The
turbine capacity will be approximately 5SMW - meaning the same total capacity (circa 20MW) can be
achieved from half the number of turbines first consented, albeit they are taller.

1.2 Background to revised Larbrax Wind Farm community engagement

The project was initially introduced to locally elected representatives and other stakeholders by
email, sent by our team at Message Matters, on Orsted’s behalf, as part of our community
engagement work, in October 2023. This gave a broad outline of the work that we were proposing
to do.

From the outset of these proposals, Orsted has endeavoured to engage closely and inclusively with
the communities close to the site so that it can listen and respond to feedback. It has made
significant efforts to provide opportunities for the community to view, discuss and comment on all
elements of the proposal in both an in-person setting, and via online means, in order to allow for
maximum community participation.

All of the public engagement has been undertaken with the intention of maximising communication
with, and feedback from, the community, with opportunities to view, discuss in detail and comment
on the proposals. Orsted, through its mailings and in-person events, has offered direct developer
communication.
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This community report has been prepared in accordance with Regulation 7B of the Town and
Country Planning (Development Management Procedure) (Scotland) Regulations 2013 (as
amended) and Circular 3 (2022): Development Management Procedures. This has been done on
behalf of Orsted by Message Matters, the strategic communications agency that has assisted with
the consultation and community engagement for the revised proposal for Larbrax Wind Farm, to
accompany the application.

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2.2 Introduction of project to local community

Described below are the ways in which the various stakeholders were introduced to the revised
proposals.

2.21 Introduction of the project to local stakeholders

Following submission of the Proposal of Application Notice (PoAN), Orsted wrote directly to local
stakeholders (including the area’s elected representatives). This advised them not only of the first
round of community engagement exhibitions, but the background to the previously consented
project and how the revised proposals differed. This also encouraged them to share news of the
upcoming events, either by word-of-mouth, or on social media or by posters, using materials
shared with them.

At all times, Orsted has highlighted its ongoing commitment to meet with interested parties to
discuss any views or answer any questions they may have.

The host community council area for the project is Leswalt. Given that this community council has
not been in operation during the consultation process, Orsted has been keen to keep other elected
representatives covering that area updated on the proposals. Should a local community council
come into being during the lifetime of any new consented development, Orsted would seek to
establish contact and to build a relationship with them. Representatives of other village
organisations attended the public exhibitions.

During the consultation phase, Portpatrick Community Council also disbanded. As in Leswalt, the
consultation process brought forward a number of other organisations active in the village to
engage with the proposals, ensuring a broad cross-section of the community had the opportunity
to discuss what is proposed.

Indeed, across the piece, the flow of communications and engagement opportunities which
followed them led to conversations with a number of organisations from across Stranraer and The
Rhins as regards the proposals. Many of them shared their views on the revised wind farm plan.
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2.3 First round of Community Engagement Events
2.31 Logistics

The first three community engagement exhibitions for the revised proposal for Larbrax Wind Farm
were held on November 6 and 7 2023 at Leswalt Memorial Hall, Stranraer Millennium Centre and
Portpatrick Village Hall respectively.

2.3.2 Promotion

The events - coupled with general awareness raising about the revised proposals - were promoted
via a newsletter delivered to all properties within 5km of the wind farm site, which included all
properties in Leswalt, Stranraer and Portpatrick. Print advertisements in the Stranraer and
Wigtownshire Free Press, Galloway Gazette, Galloway News, and Dumfries and Galloway Standard,
and a digital campaign delivered across Reach news websites in the local area. This is over and
above the stakeholder contact detailed above.

2.3.3 Attendance

18 local residents attended the Leswalt Memorial i
Hall engagement event, 15 visited Stranraer ]
Millennium Centre and 20 attended the exhibition in
Portpatrick. 15 feedback forms were completed at
Leswalt, seven at Stranraer and 13 at Portpatrick
(some couples responded on one form). Attendees
were asked why they had come along to the event.
All indicated that they had come along in their
capacity as a local resident; a further 10 attendees
indicated that they also attended due their interest
in renewable energy.

All bar two attendees said they found the
information useful. Of those two, one did not
answer the question, the other said they “did not know".

2.3.4 Consultation topics

The information provided on the display panels and the specific topics on which feedback was
sought was informed by the nature of the proposals. Specifically, a number of them drew attention
to the differences between the scheme consented and the revised proposals. These included those
demonstrating efficiency and the potential visual impact.
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2.3.5 Feedback

A copy of the feedback form can be found in Appendix
H. Attendees were invited to complete these at the
event, but a number took them away to complete at
home.

Almost 70% of attendees at the three events supported
the revised proposals for Larbrax Wind Farm. The split
between yes/no/don’t know/no answer was largely
consistent across the three locations in which the
exhibitions were held.

Some of those saying they did not support the proposal

gave the reason that the height of the turbines had been increased, which they did not approve of.
There were concerns noted about the impact of noise, shadow flicker, and visual amenity from
certain viewpoints - views from Killantringan were noted by one attendee as being a particular
concern.

Some of those saying they did support the proposal explained that they liked it has fewer turbines
but with a higher yield.

Of those supporting the proposal, a significant number noted that their support was driven by a
recognition of the need to address climate change, scale back use of fossil fuels and help the
environment. The community benefit opportunities were also noted as a reason to support the
project.

Quotes included:

“I think it will be a good project locally and help local funds”

“I think wind power is needed, it is clean and efficient”

“[l support the proposal] providing environmental concerns and residents’ concerns are
managed properly”

“Strobing of the blades on sun sets, noise, affecting our wildlife environment”

“Some yes and some no. Is there any plan for site refurbishment at end of its commercial
life? If so where are the funds to be held?”

The Chair of Leswalt Community Association noted in their response that they: “Overheard local
residents complaining of the noise from turbines - more reassurance [is needed] on this”
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2.4 Second round of Community Engagement Events

2.41 Logistics

The second three community engagement events for the revised proposal for Larbrax Wind Farm
were held on June 25 and 26 2024 at Stranraer Millennium Centre, Leswalt Memorial Hall and

Portpatrick Village Hall respectively. These venues had worked well for the first round and so were
used again.

2.4.2 Promotion

As per the first round, the events were subject of a newsletter
maildrop, again delivered to the same 7,016 households in the
Leswalt, Portpatrick and Stranraer areas. Details of the dates were
also shared with attendees from the first round of events, as well
as with local elected representatives, including community
councils in operation. Posters were also placed at each of the
exhibition locations in advance of the events.

2.4.3 Attendance

Four individuals attended the Stranraer Millennium Centre
engagement event, eight attended Leswalt and nine attended
at Portpatrick Village Hall. Three feedback forms were
completed at Stranraer, five at Leswalt and five at Portpatrick.
This gave a total of 18 completed forms

(compared to 35 during the first round).

As per the first round of events, attendees were asked their
reason for attending. Again, all were local residents. Four also
indicated an interest in renewable energy.

The attendees were asked how they had found out about the event. 53.3% had received a
newsletter through their door; 6.7% had seen an advert in the local newspaper; 6.7% indicated via
the project website; 13.3% had received an email; 20% had heard via other means. Those attending
were a mixture of “new faces” as well as those who had visited the first round of exhibitions and
were keen to understand how the proposals had developed.

2.4.4 Consultation topics

The critical element of consultation during this round of events was to highlight a significant
change in design - with up to four turbines being proposed as opposed to up to five during the first
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round of engagement exhibitions during November 2023. The impact on the overall development
was displayed, both in terms of anticipated output, but also on visual amenity, and logistics.

In tandem with the reduction in turbines, updates were also presented on changes in the design to
cater for the:

Removal of the permanent mast.

Maximised use of existing roads (upgraded as needed).

Reduction in the amount of new access track, from 4.2km to 2.5km.

Reduction in the amount of permanent hardstanding needed - along with the restoration of
land following construction.

Reduction in the size of the borrow pit and substation compound to reduce impact.
Reduction in the size of the temporary construction compound.

Realignment of the entrance track - where possible - to reduce any impact on peatland.

A copy of the display panels can be found in Appendix M.

As at the first round, attendees were welcome to ask any questions of the project team and invited
to give any other comments or questions.

2.4.5 Feedback

During this round, 100% of people who completed feedback
forms said they found the information presented to be
useful. Likewise, every attendee said they were, in general,
supportive of proposals for the revised Larbrax Wind Farm.

Support was qualified with comments including:

e “We will need renewable energy. Still suspicious of
wind power as we have no control over when the A
wind blows. Could do with more battery capacity.” L'

e “Aslong as it stays within indicated limits and doesn't
cost me money.”
“As long as the local community benefits and hopefully ‘only’ four turbines.”
“I think fewer turbines probably means less impact on the area, despite the turbines being
taller than the original proposal.”

Asked about the proposed layout and design, respondents commented:
e ‘It appears to be less impact with higher output than previous.”
“I think the revised layout is more favourable for the surrounding area.”
“Understand the planned routes for during the build and implementation stages.”
“Generally seems well thought out.”
“Layout and visuals look good.”
“I am curious how such large structures will make it to the site on such rural roads, but |
suspect you are used to this problem.”
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Across the course of the two rounds of exhibitions, 96% of those who completed feedback forms
said they found the information shared to be useful.

25 Common themes / community benefit

During all six community engagement events, consent of the previous proposals was clearly a
factor in what felt to the project team like a general acceptance of the principle of development on
the Larbrax Wind Farm site, albeit with people for and against that.

Common themes discussed across all of the exhibitions included those about visual impact, the
logistics about getting the turbines to site and the number of cumulative wind turbines across
wider Wigtownshire.

By far and away, however, the most frequently asked questions of the project team were around
community benefit and how local organisations may be able to benefit should the revised proposals
receive planning consent and be constructed.

While the project team were unable to enter into detailed discussion about this ahead of any
planning decision being made, visitors were keen to make suggestions as to how the project’'s
community benefit fund could be used. Organisations / events / scopes of work which people
raised included:
e Leswalt Community Hall
Digital connectivity upgrades
Rhins coastal path (and general path upgrades)
Aldouran Glen Wetland Gardens in Leswalt
Portpatrick Community Development Trust
Skiffieworlds Championship 2025
Stranraer Watersports Association
Stranraer Oyster Festival
Portpatrick Harbour Trust
Projects involving local schools and college students

Comments in this regard included:

e “[The community benefit pot should be put forward to address impacts] that the wind farm
may have affected? E.g. enhance other nature habitats”
“Restoration of dilapidated buildings”
“Make existing electricity supply more robust”
“This is divisive in Kirkcolm. Be careful as it stokes division.”
“Yes - a number but equitable distribution needs to be established and not through
community councils”
“Feel that the community benefit is an essential feature. Local resources for local benefit -
financial but also support of community groups.”
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e “Local community groups across SWSA, Wigtownshire. Not administered through just one
community council area.”

e ‘It was noted that if the community benefit fund were to be put towards energy bill
discounts, that all households should benefit.”

e “l want to see direct benefits for the near neighbours!”

Particularly during the first round of exhibitions - in the middle of winter - a number of people
commented that they would like to see a reduction in their own energy bills as a benefit from
having the Larbrax Wind Farm close to them.

While none of these comments are a material factor in determining the current planning
application, the level of comment on this during the exhibition left us of the view that these should
be acknowledged as part of this report.

2.6 Dedicated contact details

Since the project was first introduced to the community, Orsted has provided dedicated contact
details for the proposed project, including a direct phone number and email address. All enquiries
fielded through these contact streams have been addressed by a member of the project team.

2.7 Project website

A dedicated project website has been updated throughout the process at
www.larbraxwindfarm.co.uk.

The website is an additional communications channel to inform members of the public about the
proposed development. The website has also hosted copies of the display panels from both rounds
of community engagement exhibitions and the newsletters which have promoted them.

2.8 Engagement with locally elected representatives

We have kept local elected representatives informed about the progress of the proposals in emails
as described above.

29 Follow-up activity

Following the conclusion of the events, we emailed all who have shared their contact details with

us - either at events or via the website - to ensure they have sight of the latest boards exhibited
during community consultation.

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3. Impact of community engagement on proposed development

Across the six community exhibition events  Ingeneral, do you support the revised Larbrax Wind Farm
held there was a relatively high level of prigjead
support for the project. 77% of attendees in B
total expressed general support for the
proposals (note that some individuals
attended both sets of events). A total of 4%
said they were unsupportive. Others were
either undecided or did not respond to the
question.

Furthermore, there was a clear local
understanding among attendees from across
the local community about the need for more
renewable energy developments generally if
Scotland is to meet its ambitions to reach net
zero. 95% of those who completed feedback
forms said they were supportive of renewable
energy.

This level of support has greatly encouraged the project team and confirmed that the scheme is
one that people living nearby accept can have an important part to play in providing sustainable,
reliable green energy.

The conversations during the consultation were incredibly important in confirming Orsted was
developing a proposal which a majority of those who engaged with the team found to be
acceptable, from their personal perspectives. The local knowledge shared has been important in
sense-checking the plans as the proposals evolved between the exhibitions as a result of direct
landowner dialogue and other third-party discussions. Design changes during this process have
been influenced by a variety of reasons, including the feedback received from local residents.

Crucially, following a number of years of inactivity following approval of the previously consented
project, this allowed Orsted to reestablish contacts within the communities closest to the proposed
revised Larbrax Wind Farm and to hear their views.

Orsted is committed to ongoing engagement with community groups so that views can be taken
on-board. The firm wants to be a positive partner in the community.
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4, Conclusion

This community report has provided an account of the pre-planning consultation undertaken by
Orsted for the revised Larbrax Wind Farm proposal.

The consultation process has been an extremely valuable exercise and has provided important
intelligence surrounding issues, concerns and questions amongst the local community. Critically, it
has given the development team a chance to respond directly to many of them, hopefully allaying
reservations among at least some of the exhibition attendees.

From the outset of the previously consented wind farm, Orsted has committed to active
engagement, consultation and dialogue with the local community and is committed to continuing
to do so throughout the planning, construction and operational process for the proposed
development.
